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Results: Q1 was a slower YOY across most of our portfolio. We ended with a YOY combined
topline revenue loss of over 700k. However, we are seeing strong results remaining in the

STR with combined OCC Index at 107.84 ADR Index at 104.67 and Rev Par Index at 118.42.

This helps to support that we are, in most locations, maintaining at or above our fair market

uncertainty in the economic climate. In addition, CoStar reports: “The U.S. is already seeing a
decline in international travelers, Sacks said. According to National Travel and Tourism Office data,
overseas visitor arrivals into the U.S. in March dropped 11.6% year over year.”
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In this uncertain time, we remain confident in the strong tourism market for our locations and
are confident we will remain steady. As always, we will continue to take an aggressive approach
to cost management, revenue management, sales, and always continue to watch our business
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closely to proactively prepare for all shifts in the market.
